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Course Description

This course deals with man and his relation to Christ. The creation, fall (including the complete
doctrine of sin), life since the fall, and the after-life are studied. The person and work of Christ are
examined, and then Christ and the application of His work to men are carefully correlated in the
doctrine of salvation.
